�  n the parable of the Wheat and Weeds (Matthew 
13:24-30) Jesus says that the enemy (Satan) plants 

weeds among the wheat. One of the lessons we learn 
from this passage is that wherever Jesus plants the 
good seed, the believers, the devil comes along and 
plants a counterfeit. The Bible describes counterfeit 
Christians who have a false righteousness who listen 
to false ministers who believe a false gospel so Satan 
has a false church. The point of the parable is that   
Jesus has already planted His seed and the devil 
places his counterfeit Christians among true believers 
to hinder God’s work. The devil planting people 
(whether in the church or outside the church) who so 
much look like Christians, that even the servants of 
God will not be able to tell them apart. Read 2 Corin-
thians 11:14-15, Matthew 7:21-23, Revelation 2:9; 
Revelation 3:9. 
     Someone may ask, “How do you know who is a 
“counterfeit Christian?” While we should never draw 
conclusions about others, self-examination is healthy 
and Biblical (2 Corinthians 13:5). In John’s first epis-
tle, chapters 1 and 2 give some insight and instruc-
tion. First John describes the Christian’s life as fel-
lowship – fellowship with God and fellowship with 

one another. Fellowship means “to share in com-
mon.” One may ask, “What are the demands of fel-
lowship?” Chapters 1 and 2 answers that question: 

1. Fellowship demands moral likeness (1:5-7) 
2. Fellowship demands confession of sin (1:8-2:2) 
3. Fellowship demands obedience (2:3-6) 
4. Fellowship demands love of fellow believers 

(2:7-11) 
     A Christian (one who has a personal relationship 
with Jesus Christ) is growing in their likeness to Jesus 
Christ. He or she is aware of sin and confesses sin. A 
Christian possesses a growing desire to respond to 
God’s Word with obedience and loves others. Actu-
ally, several passages define and describe what our 
relationship with God is like (for example: James 
1:27, Colossians 3:12-14, Romans 12:1-2).   
     A person without a relationship with Jesus Christ 
cannot and does not want to respond to God. Their 
only two choices: Outright rejection of God (atheism 
and agnosticism) or pretending to be a follower of Je-
sus Christ.
