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Honor God by making more disciples for Jesus Christ. 
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�  n Colossians 1:28-29, Paul defines his personal 
life’s mission – a mission in perfect alignment with 

what Jesus told His disciples in Matthew 28. Paul 
adopted Jesus’ mission.   
     Col. 1:28 states that Paul was committed to 
“proclaim Christ.” Paul possessed a Kingdom     
mentality. He was committed to proclaim Christ to 
everyone. When we read this verse, we see a parallel 
to Mark 16:15 and Acts 1:8.   
     God’s Word tells us that this wondrous organism 
called the Church has a mission - a purpose - the   
mission and purpose of the church is to reach every 
person. In order to reach everyone, we cannot possess 

a fortress mentality, hunker down, to mark time and 
simply care for ourselves. We must never stay in  
neutral and hold ground. “Everyone” means every age 
group, all walks of life, the good, the bad, rich and 
poor, all races and ethnicities. In Bible terms, “every 
person” means every person.   
     “We proclaim Him, admonishing (everyone) and 
teaching everyone with all wisdom, so that (result 
clause) we may present everyone perfect in 
Christ.” Many Christians ask, “What does it mean to 
be ‘perfect?’” In the Bible, this word means “to bring 
to completion, to bring to fulfillment, to get to the

finish line; to mature and grow up.”   
     To “present everyone perfect in Christ” means that 
we are committed to make disciples; we do whatever 
it takes to accomplish God’s purpose. Making        
disciples is what Paul is describing. To be complete in 
Christ describes the process of becoming more like 
Jesus Christ in our attitudes, words, and actions –   
because that is what gives Him glory. It is interesting 
that Jesus did not say, “Go and make spiritual        
babies.” God intends for new birth to lead to growth 
and maturity – we must be a part of the process of 
making people complete in Jesus Christ. A practical 
way to understand what it means for a man, woman, 
or young person to be complete in Christ is to define 
what it means to be a maturing Christian. A maturing 
Christian possesses seven core characteristics: 

· a heart for non-Christians – sharing the Good 
News; 

· a passion to worship God 24.7.365; 

· a commitment to know, study, memorize and 
obey the Word of God; 

· involved, connected, and serving with other 
Christians; 

· understands the importance of and practices the 
discipline of prayer; 

· a steward who lives a life understanding that God 
owns it all: time, talent, resources; 

· a servant who serves God in our church, commu-
nity and world. 

     Fellowship Bible Church leadership is committed 
to respond to Jesus’ commands for His Church.
